In 1881, the local merchants rented a small part of the 
Tsarsky Garden (now the City Garden) situated on 
Pechersky Hill. Soon they began building the Winter 
Merchant Club in 1882. The Merchant Club was built 
just in one construction season by a famous architect 
Vladimir Nikolayev who came to prominence by 
creating 18 churches, including the frater of the Kiev
